INFORMATION PACKET

Optimism: People possess untapped potential in all areas of worthwhile human endeavor.

Intentionality: Human potential can best be realized by creating and maintaining places, policies, processes and
programs specifically designed to invite development, and by people who are intentionally inviting
with themselves and others, both personally and professionally.

HOW TO BE CONSIDERED FOR THE 2008 INVITING SCHOOL/DISTRICT/ UNIVERSITY AWARD:

The school/district/university submits a written request by the start of the 2007-2008 school year.

The school/district/university completes the Inviting School Survey-Revised and compiles a portfolio notebook /CD
Rom “telling its story.” Supportive materials such as student handbooks, newspaper articles, etc., may be included
and attached within the notebook. The portfolio is to be completed by a diverse representative group of students,
families, staff, faculty, administrators, alumni and community leaders. The portfolio should be endorsed by the school
superintendent, college/university president or designee and returned to the Awards Chair by March, 2008. Please see
the format for portfolio submission included in this information packet.

A member of the International Alliance for Invitational Education (typically the state/regional coordinator) submits a
letter of recommendation detailing why the award should be given. This letter is attached to the portfolio. Applicants
should include this supporting letter with the information submitted to the Awards Chair to be considered for the
Inviting School Award.

Award honorees will be notified by May, 2008.

Award recipients are required to have representation at the World Conference.
